Overview

Facilities

Audubon Community Nature Center is located in
Chautauqgua County, New York near the Pennsylvania
state border. While it primarily serves the people of
Chautauqua and Warren Counties, it is recognized as one
of the premier nature centers in the country, drawing
people from all 50 states, as well as international visitors.

Five and a half miles of trails provide visitors with access
to forests, fields, and ponds along

with many opportunities o

to encounter wildlife
such as birds, frogs,
turtles, squirrels,
rabbits, and deer.
The Nature Center
houses exhibits,
meeting space,

and the Blue Heron
Gift Shop.
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Jamestown Audubon

Society was founded

as a chapter of National

Audubon in 1957. After incorporation in 1960, the Bentley
Sanctuary was donated. In 1963 the Society bought

the 189-acre Riverside Swamp, the current location

of the Nature Center and grounds. The original Nature
Center building was dedicated in 1976 and the addition
was dedicated in 1992. Plots of adjacent land were
acquired through the years, bringing the current acreage
to about 600. The Bentley property was deeded over

to the Chautauqua Watershed Conservancy during

the 2016-2017 year. In 2017, Jamestown Audubon Society
successfully rebranded itself as

Audubon Community Nature Center.

Education Goals

Learning and growing happen throughout a person’s
lifetime. It is equally true that everyone is capable

of learning and that people learn differently. Audubon
Community Nature Center strives to provide
opportunities for people to relate to nature in many
ways — experientially, emotionally, spiritually,

and intellectually.

Experience: Research confirms what people have
long known — spending time outside benefits human
health and development. Observing and interacting
with wildlife in its natural habitat promotes a sense

of empathy for the other creatures with whom people
share this planet. People who have positive
experiences outside are more likely to form

a relationship with the natural world that leads

to responsible action. Conversely, fear and distress
interfere with the ability to form a positive relationship
with the natural world. Audubon Community Nature
Center strives to provide positive experiences.

Understand: Some people connect to nature
intellectually. For them, understanding natural systems
and how people fit into them is a necessary step
before they are comfortable translating what they think
to action. The Nature Center provides programming

to advance this understanding.

Act: Nobody can do everything, but everyone can do
something. Sometimes, the act of doing is a person’s
entry into feeling comfortable outside and creating a
positive relationship with the environment. Audubon
provides those opportunities.

In the confusing times of the present world, it can be
overwhelming to decide what actions will have the
greatest positive impact. However, when provided
with options and information, people can feel more
comfortable making decisions. Audubon Community
Nature Center provides skill-building opportunities and
shows how each person’s actions makes a difference.
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Engaging the Community

Audubon Community Nature Center offers a wide variety of programs to the public ranging from small,

hands-on workshops to large festivals and events. Many people are surprised to learn that public programs

make up less than one tenth of the total programming. Two thirds of programs are actually offered to private groups
both at the Nature Center and elsewhere.

Requested programs include classroom lessons, Discovery Walks, Scout badge activities and overnights, birthday
parties, presentations for adult groups, and rentals for private gatherings such as weddings or business retreats.

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Highlights of 2017 — 2018

New and Different Projects Accomplished During 2017-2018 (listed in no particular order):

The legal name change to Audubon Community
Nature Center, Inc. became official in December 2017.

Audubon’s education staff began working with
Jamestown Public Schools to develop new curricula
that aligns with the New York State Science
Learning Standards

The first full year of using Doubleknot as ACNC’s
online data partner, streamlining membership
and program registration.

Completed the replacement of all 1990’s era heating
and air conditioning units.

Celebrated Ruth Lundin’s retirement and welcomed
Leigh Rovegno as our new president.

Started new high impact programming with the
Randolph School 3rd grade.

Hired a fourth full-time naturalist.

An Eagle Scout and volunteers installed a new outdoor
turtle enclosure and a turtle enrichment area.

Installed two new deer exclosures.
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The invasive species management crew eradicated
water chestnut without the use of herbicides.

Volunteers erected a new purple martin house
in the backyard.

CRCF Big Give Campaign helped Audubon get
matching funds to replace tables that were
falling apart.

The maintenance crew raised and repaired one
of the trail bridges that had sunk two feet into the mud
after many years of use.

The maintenance crew created a new one mile loop
trail through parts of the forest that were not
previously accessible.

Two new maps were installed on the trails to help
visitors find their way, and arches were built to help
locate major attractions at Audubon.

Volunteer Larry Brown was recognized for completing
his ten thousandth hour of volunteer time.

A new sound system was donated to make it easier to
hear programs in the multipurpose room.
