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Nature Notes

All animals have ways to survive the cold temperatures, lack of
food, ice, and snow that our region’s winters bring. Some
animals migrate, others go dormant, but there are many animals
that stay active throughout the winter, including beavers.

Beavers have two layers of fur which allows them to stay warm
and dry as they travel on water and land. The dense underfur is
insulating. Fat stored on their body and in their tail gives them
additional insulation and energy.

Longer guard hairs act as a raincoat. Beavers also produce oil
and spread it on their fur when grooming. This helps to repel
water. They even have dense fur inside their ears to prevent
water from entering as they swim.

Their lodge provides additional shelter in winter. Built of rocks,
sticks, and mud in the water or along a bank, it has an
underwater entrance, but a dry chamber above the water. Inside
they can eat, dry off, and rest in relative warmth and cover.

Beavers can find food year-round. Their large incisor teeth allow
them to chew shoots, leaves, and bark off trees and shrubs.
They anchor fresh sticks in the mud outside their lodge for ease
of access during the winter. With a second set of lips behind
their incisors, they can carry sticks and chew underwater.

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Camperships and
